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Initial-Care Facility - The parties agree to review the concept of an initial-care facility to promote and support a strong return-to-work policy.  An initial-care facility is a designated facility available to provide the first treatment and possible ongoing treatment of injured workers.  The Labor-Management Health Care Committee will be responsible for conducting the review and making a decision regarding the feasibility of the initial care facility concept; such review will be completed by May 1, 1996, unless the time frame is extended by mutual agreement of the participants in the Health Care Cost Containment Committee.  If the participants mutually agree to utilization of an initial-care facility, the requests for bid shall go out within two months of such consensus decision.
